The great god of our day is comfort. Let me not be disturbed or a disturbance. But the ones on the edge are those who have brought the biggest change. They have given their lives to something significant. 

Ian Botham, not just great in sport but one who sought to make a difference. Did all his charity work for leukemia. He ended up recovering from a foot op, in a ward with dying kids. Wanted to do something. Wanted to change that. Nowadays the chances of recovering have gone from 20% to 80%. 

Don’t just live an ordinary life. Do something of significance! Make a difference. We are here for a purpose. God put me here as the light of the world, the salt of the earth. Illuminate it - and change it! 

Prov 29 - No vision, people perish. we just exist. 

BUT we can live and it can happen. 

What can you see? 

What will you do? 

We can see a million more men added to the church! We want to see it happen in our time!

Moses could SEE the people free, and had to before he could SET the people free. The vision comes back down to us. To you.

The prime mover is usually one person who says, ‘Come on! We can do this!’ 

Maybe that means you may have to work to make our churches more ‘man friendly.’ So they can be inspired, and join in. 

Do you have a dissatisfaction? What is it? 

Will you pray and live and work for this? Will you strive for your dream? We are here as stewards of creation. To extend God’s kingdom. 

You can choose to be satisfied with it as it is, or say NO and effect a change. Re-imagine, reshape culture. 

Stop worrying how to build the church and start thinking about how to reach the lost people in your community. The Kingdom of God is about OUTSIDE. The shepherd leaves the 99 and goes for the 1 that God is working in now. Who’s caught in the thicket? 

Take a risk, to make an influence on the world. 

Impossible? 

The word Impossible has the word possible in it! 

What if the men started to positively affect the families and churches and being active not passive? 

When Nehemiah got a dream, he rebuilt the long broken walls - in 52 days. 

When Peter got a dream, he gave it a go - and he walked on the water. The church was built on that kind of risky faith. Risk always involves the chance of failure. Comfort seems to bring no failure, but it brings no success. 

People who make difference aren’t necessarily those with power and influence, but its those who make a choice. We have a CHOICE. 

It takes COURAGE. When Peter and John prayed for a man outside a temple, they admitted they didn’t have anything - except Jesus! And then Peter took the opportunity and did more and more despite opposition to preach with boldness, the kingdom. It takes courage to make a difference. 

It takes COMMITMENT. Don’t sprint, marathon. If you just join for the sprint, it’s over too soon. (9 seconds?!). If you’re in it for life. Commit.
